I work with pre-kindergarten through elementary school age children part-time helping to acclimate them to speaking and recognizing English.

· In my first job, I helped Japanese children learn the basics of the alphabet, rudimentary reading, numbers, months, and days of the week. Since coming to Korea I have begun teaching reading, writing, grammar, debate, a research project-based course called PEBL, science, social studies, and math. I had fifty classes a week (five pre-kindergarten, five elementary a day). At my most recent job, I taught mixed classes (first and second, third and fourth, fifth and sixth) 20-25 times a week, and had three adult classes, one each on Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday.

· I created a group-based incentive program for my older students, and that proved very effective at encouraging them to speak in class (simply due to the penalties for not fulfilling the minimum daily amount, and also the group reward for winning at the end of each month by outperforming the other groups)

· In my most recent job I set aside the final lesson for each month to engage in a more fun and hands-on English learning experience (ie, cooking, science, multimedia, art classes) that I would set up and prepare myself

· I'm the fourth child of a family of six kids, and by the time I was six years old I was an uncle

· I've been babysitting since the age of twelve and have a good rapport with most kids that I meet/tutor

· I did some tutoring in high school and college in various subjects (math, English...) but I was best at editing papers and helping people to order their thoughts in a coherent, cogent manner

· When I studied abroad I was the one most of the non-native English speakers went to when they wanted someone to read/correct their papers/projects. A good half of those students were Korean and as such I feel I have a good grasp of what areas to focus on in class, and experience in explaining the specifics of those areas.
