Dear reader,

My name is Douglas Tennant. I am 30 years old and I come from Canada, where I studied Philosophy and Writing in a top university. 
I have been in Korea since October, 2007, and in the intervening time I’ve had a great deal of valuable experience in EFL education. I’ve worked at a large hagwon (1000+ students), a small one (fewer than 60 students) and a few others that fall somewhere in the middle range. I’ve worked for an Interpark-owned Gangnam hagwon chain, first as a content and curriculum developer, and later as a teacher. Most recently, I’ve been running a Study Room hagwon in my apartment with my wife, taking on the simultaneous roles of administrator, teacher and curriculum planner. I’ve taught children of all ages from kindergarten to middle school 3, and of widely varying ability levels. I have a good grasp of class management, in terms of student discipline and time management, as well as having well-developed instincts regarding lesson planning and delivery. Throughout these employments I have worked as a tutor in one-on-one and small-group settings, and more recently have done freelance voiceover work as well.
I have some experience in leadership positions. For my position at JLS Dongdaemun, I was hired to be the head foreign teacher, based on my experience and on a series of interviews. Unfortunately, the school didn’t expand at the rate the owners had hoped for, and no other foreign teachers were ever necessary. However, I still fulfilled the other roles of a head teacher, viz coordinating with the Korean teachers and discussing and monitoring student development. In a previous job in Canada, (The Home Depot – Barrie) I was occasionally put in charge of organising and coordinating the efforts of myself and my coworkers in our completion of daily tasks. 

In my previous job with Interpark I had a wide range of responsibilities: I had a major role in developing the curriculum for a new chain of hagwons in Seoul, as well as actually producing the content for the physical and online workbooks and preparing games and other content-focused class activities. This included extensive use of Powerpoint to create fun and immersive class environments; the creation of games and puzzles as well as the publication of same; and the delivery of all the various materials either in person or via courier. In addition to these responsibilities, once a month I was required to instruct a group of teachers on how to play the games and deliver the lessons. Later, dividing my team between that task and teaching, I was also required to take on the regular responsibilities of a hagwon teacher.
During that time, I also managed a pool of outsource talent, which involved assigning projects, overseeing and editing submitted work, and paying the workers via Paypal. The job involved extensive use of Microsoft Office software (especially Word and Powerpoint), Google Docs, Paypal and Amazon. This work not only allowed me to become well versed in the use of powerful software resources but also to gain invaluable insight into English education, language acquisition, and more particularly, the Korean EFL market.

While working at Interpark I was given the opportunity to record audiobooks for use in their Paedea Plus classrooms, as well as for personal use by the students. I have been recognized by senior staff at that company not only for my excellent pronunciation and intonation, but also for my ability to tell a story in an interesting and fun way, and to grab and hold students’ attention. To date I have recorded roughly 200 audiobooks, both at home in a makeshift recording setup and in a professional studio in Seoul.

In my current situation as co-owner of a successful Study Room (공부방) devoted to delivering quality education to small-sized classes, I have expanded my abilities as a teacher while also gaining insight into aspects of administration and parent-administrator relations which none of my previous experience had afforded me.
