For my first contract in Japan I taught primarily at a middle sized Junior High School in Takatsuki-shi. Following this, I then taught at another Junior High School in HigashiOsaka, where my primary duty was to assist the Japanese English Teacher with the advancement of the students’ ability to communicate in English in accordance with the prescribed curriculum and specific directions from the Board of Education. I taught from Monday to Friday with most of my lessons clustered around the first grade classes in accordance with the wishes of the school.
During my time in HigashiOsaka, I also taught at two nearby Elementary schools which was very rewarding since I decided upon the lessons to be taught and was required to use Japanese in the classroom. I taught from 1st grade to 6th grade students which meant I had to level the lessons and the language used to teach them
With regards to my Junior High School experience, my main role was performed in the classroom, where I taught on average four classes per day. The lessons closely followed the curriculum prescribed in the “New Crown” textbooks. As an English native speaker, my main duties were to model the desired target sentences/vocabulary and assist the Japanese English Teacher with role-plays, activities, demonstrations, songs, chants and games. I was also responsible for the planning and delivery of a weekly ‘Culture Time’ where I would introduce to the students an aspect of Australian culture using only English.
Outside of class time, my duties ranged from marking student tests, homework, helping more advanced students prepare for speech contests and English festivals, planning lessons, visit the students during their club activities, assisting the Japanese English Teachers in a variety of situations and preparing classroom materials. Witnessing the students’ improvement in their English ability has been a fantastic and rewarding experience which I hope to further continue here in Japan.
