As an educator for adult business and medical professionals, I provided classroom practice and utilization of computer-based language lessons. In addition, I assisted students with preparation for visa interviews, editing corporate documents related to their employment and offering practical advice for language usage in the workplace. For students preparing to study at high schools and universities abroad, I helped prepare them for standardized tests (such as CET 4 and CET 6) and helped to proofread personal essays, such as those that are found on TOEFL and CBT TOEFL tests.  One-on-one work with students was performed at my desk in the faculty office of the school, in a classroom selected by our supervisor, or at a location chosen by administration that was near the school and convenient for both the student and for me. As a senior teacher at this learning facility, my duties were primarily to educate middle school and high school students in preparation for their advancement to studies at public high schools, private academies and universities in the United States and Canada. The curriculum was based largely on textbooks with the Cambridge imprint. However, the classes which were focused on standardized tests like SAT and ACT used texts and materials that were most highly recommended by the various institutions to which those students would be applying. For TOEFL essay writing instruction, online CBT subscriptions were used to supplement the Lingua TOEFL and Lingua CBT TOEFL textbooks that served as the main course material. I regularly taught private lessons (which were scheduled by the school) for students and parents of students who had specifically requested me for tutoring in specialized areas.  Several times each month I also taught extension classes which were usually for housewives who would often accompany their husbands on business excursions to North America and Australia.
