The trading was order-driven buy-side trading with regular communication with the portfolio managers. Initially, I only traded fixed interest instruments (bonds and money markets). Later, I included foreign exchange trading and derivatives trading (equity futures and options) to my responsibilities. 
Other tasks included reporting on events in the global debt and currency markets at daily morning meetings, allocating trades among clients, compliance, performance reviews, portfolio summaries and scenario analysis, ad-hoc research, and input into decision making. I also trained as back-up for equity trading and equity allocations.
Ah-hoc research includes reports on South African Bank preference shares (including valuations), hedging strategies for a specific client, bond lending and shorting in the SA market, equity futures rolls in the SA market (including a simple pricing model), pricing model for a commodity ETF in SA, and others.
