Personal Statement: I was selected to take part in the British Council’s programme for foreign teachers in China. I completed the one year programme at Qinghua High School in Chongqing. The staff was impressed enough with my performance to ask me to stay on for another three years. I have been teaching Oral English intended to supplement the regular English lessons. Currently I teach nine hundred sixteen to seventeen year olds and another three hundred students of assorted age groups. In the past four I have regularly taught students in the twelve to eighteen year old range. I have been free to develop my own curriculum so I have tried to develop a variety lessons to suit the needs of my students. I have given lessons on British culture, such as Shakespeare and Robin Hood. I have explained the influence of languages like Latin, Greek and French on English.

The international department has sent my on excursions to over a dozen schools in rural Chongqing to teach demonstration lessons where I have sometimes been required to teach as many as eighteen hundred students at the same time. Outside of the classroom Qinghua participates in the AFS student exchange programme and for the last three years five foreign students have attended Qinghua. I have done my best to improve the experience of the foreign students and acted as an intermediary between them and the rest of the staff of the school. I have also facilitated relations between Qinghua and its two British partner schools.
