Dennis Melton received his Cambridge CELTA certificate at Akcent International House in Prague, Czech Republic in May 2006.  

He has 
over five years experience as an instructor in the United States Internal Revenue Service (IRS) and as a private consultant teaching a variety of technical courses over much of his 40 year career including Basis Management, Basic Instructor Training, and Collection officer technical training.

Beginning his ESL career in Thailand in October 2006, Mr. Melton joined the staff of Panyasak School, teaching English conversation to all six primary grades in its English Language Program.  This was a new teaching position requiring Mr. Melton to develop his own materials and lesson plans for each grade.  Mr. Melton was very effective in creating interesting and challenging materials that were appropriate to each grade’s skill levels.  Mr. Melton’s classroom skills allowed him to handle different age groups, class sizes, and English proficiencies very well.
In March 2007, Mr. Melton became the second grade English program teacher.  He taught second grade for an entire school year and three “between semester” programs.  He has proved to be an excellent teacher for young learners who has been very popular with the children.  Mr. Melton has also related very well to his Thai and Filipino colleagues, who make up the majority of the school’s teaching staff.
Mr. Melton developed excellent lesson plans both as the conversation teacher and, later, for the second grade.  He rigorously followed the set curriculum.  Before the beginning of the 2007/2008 school year, he prepared the class syllabus and followed its schedule throughout the year.  The school uses “English Time”, by Oxford University Press.  The testing schedule is different from that suggested by the “English Time” teacher’s guide requiring Mr. Melton to adapt these materials to meet local requirements.  His tests were well prepared and effectively measured the children’s progress.
Mr. Melton is a seasoned international expert with more than 40 years of experience in the IRS, and private consulting, including over eight years as Chief of Party leading technical assistance projects in Armenia, the Philippines, and from Washington, D.C.  His technical areas of expertise include tax administration and policy, technical capacity building, and strategic planning and negotiation.

Working in the Philippines, Mr. Melton presented a series of Managerial courses to senior level Philippine tax administration managers.  Each three-week course covered a range of managerial techniques.  He presented the course ten times with each course having twenty students.  Mr. Melton supervised a sub-contractor who developed a strategic planning course then he taught that material to senior management officials.

Working in Afghanistan, Mr. Melton wrote and presented three one-week courses on specific tax laws that were newly introduced into the country.  Each course held from fifteen to twenty students.  He also wrote a training course and trained tax identification number (TIN) registration personnel to accept forms and payments from taxpayers for new identification numbers.  Students in the Philippines understood English but not as their native language, training in Afghanistan was accomplished through consecutive translation giving Mr. Melton an appreciation for teaching students who do not have English as their mother tongue.  
As Chief of Party for the Armenia Tax Improvement Program, Mr. Melton accomplished various key milestones for the mobilization and set up of this project’s first year objectives including major Information Technology improvements, and drafting tax legislation.
In Afghanistan, Mr. Melton designed and implemented a nationwide Taxpayer Identification Number system for Afghanistan’s tax administration on an 18 month assignment.  

As Chief of Party in the Philippines, Mr. Melton led a five-year, technical assistance project for the Philippine Bureau of Internal Revenue.  This project introduced fundamental, systemic changes to enhance operational quality, broaden the tax base, increase the capacity to collect revenues, and improve operational integrity and transparency.

As Tax Attaché in Riyadh and Singapore, he led negotiations with U.S. bilateral tax treaty partners resolving issues that impacted U.S. direct foreign investment.  Key negotiation counterparts included Ministers of Finance, Commissioners of Revenue and their senior staffs, major United States corporations, and U.S. Ambassadors.  Earlier in his career, he held managerial roles in the IRS involving tax collection, audit, and taxpayer assistance functions.
