March 2008 to February 2009 – I-Gaem Pre-School

In this position I was the sole English Teacher at this Pre-School Kindergarten/Elementary. I taught alone ages 4-7 (Korean age) of up to 12 students during normal school hours and then smaller groups for after school classes.

It was my first teaching position and I found it to be a great learning experience. Although, there was a set curriculum I was still able to find opportunities to be creative and imaginative by including my own ideas for material too. October 2006 – June 2007
