August 2005- May 2004   Effects of Reclaimed Wastewater on Native Plants
Hypothesis tests the effects of reclaimed wastewater on native plants.  Results of collected and analyzed water from the Rio de Flag and Wildcat Water Treatment Facilities were used to create salt balanced control groups.  Four water treatments were enriched with 15N stable isotope tracer to grow Astragalus, Oxytropis and Lupinus.  Current findings indicated that the Rio de Flag and Wildcat reclaimed water had different nitrogen fixation and growth effects on each native plant species.
