The distinction between such concepts as ‘us’ and/or ‘them’ became a blur, which meant that everything that is happening around the world is becoming more or less my problem, something that required our attention. 

After graduating from Boston University, where I studied Film & Television at its College of Communication, I worked on various freelance projects, eventually securing employment at WHDH-TV’s Creative Services department.  Though I learned a great deal about news-making and world events through my job, I also felt the need to further my knowledge in international affairs. 

My broad interests took me to various places of the world and molded me into my current self. I am always eager to learn about almost everything in life, whether it is something academic, or just about another individual. 

I think I possess credentials that are highly compatible with this position, since I think studying a language surpasses the mere issue of technicalities concerning grammar, etc. During my student years, I helped out various students correcting their essays.
