I have had the great pleasure to work overseas for many years. Most of this time has been spent in Tokyo, as well as a year in Taiwan. 

Throughout my time in Japan I was employed as an instructor for Nova, OTC, Shane English School and by the Tokyo Board of Education at Higashi Kaneko Junior High School. I am 30 years old and a native speaker of English and Italian as well as holding passports from both countries.
TOKYO BOARD OF EDUCATION
I was employed to teach English at Higashi Kaneko Junior High School. At this school I was given the responsibility to prepare and instruct all levels of Junior High School English classes. Working from the prescribed textbooks it was my responsibility to create fun and educational activities and exercises from which to practice and learn the prescribed language and structures. Classes averaged thirty-six students usually evenly divided between boys and girls. As part of the school teaching staff I also actively participated in sporting events, functions and parent teacher meetings. I prepared students for speech contests, and participated as a judge in the Saitama District English Speech Contest. I also participated as a judge in the Saitama District Junior High School Singing Contest.
SHANE ENGLISH SCHOOL
At Shane my primary responsibility was instructing classes of between 1 and 4 adult students in Conversational English. I also taught children’s classes of between 4 and 8 students ranging in age from 4-12 years old. At Shane I also received my TYFLE (Teaching Young Foreign Learners )certificate.

OTC (OVERSEAS TRAINING COMPANY) 
At OTC I was responsible for providing on site Corporate English and Communication classes to companies such as Mitsubishi Motors, Mitsui Sumitomo Bank, Nike and Daicel Pharmaceuticals. MARKS KINDERGATEN (TAIWAN)

Marks Kindergarten was a privately owned English kindergarten (common in Taiwan) where students aged 3-8 study all subjects in English. The everyday running of the school was left to its three foreign teachers with each of us responsible for one year level. 
At Marks I was tasked with the 1st grade very young learners. My first responsibilities included, selecting course books, preparing a yearly Lesson and Achievement plan, based on the selected course books and then teaching and training the local teachers in how best to teach the material. 

Although my primary focus was 1st grade, my class schedule also included 2nd and 3rd grade Grammar and Social Studies classes. With classes averaging 30 students and with a significant language gap it was imperative to maintain a positive English learning environment.
I achieved this through the creation of fun games and activities which allowed the students a lot of speaking and practice time. 

At Marks, with the 1st grade classes, I focused on pronunciation, letter and word recognition and very basic sentence patterns. With the 2nd and 3rd grades the focus was more on communication as well as social studies.
