Work 
Little America Hogwan (March 09-March 10)

I taught English in a hogwan school in Noeun, Daejeon, South Korea. I taught from a set curriculum but had a great deal of freedom as to teaching methods and extra activities. I really take pleasure from seeing the progress of my students and the growth of their skills and abilities that I am largely responsible for. It is clearly the most enjoyable and rewarding job I have ever had.
West Kent Health Needs Education Service (Oct 08-Feb 09)
I was a teaching assistant at this special unit. My job entailed looking out for the general well being of the students that had been referred to the unit by their school or doctor due to emotional, physical, mental and behavioral issues. It is a great place for children to work through their problems without missing out on their education. I was an assistant to their special needs and their learning. I also covered lessons independently when teachers were ill. I was able to use my initiative a lot in this job and organized many day trips.
Caring (Jul 08-Sept 08)
This job involved working 5 hours a day, 4 days a week caring for a 20 year old with Downs Syndrome. Being trusted fully with the young man, we took part in a wide variety of activities which included; swimming, bike riding, kite flying and cooking. As well as this, I was also there to consolidate his skill of self reliance, performing tasks such as asking for directions and going to the shops. I have learnt a great amount about his disability and have picked up a little sign language.

Drama workshops (Sept 07-May 08)

In my last year of university I either facilitated or was part of over fifteen workshops. These workshops are mainly for children under 16 but also extremely beneficial to adults learning about children. Since having been trained in many workshops by ‘Wooden Ground’, I have been chosen, out of eighty people, by my university for every workshop outside of my degree. The paid work I have done for the university so far includes, an acting day where I had to be in character of an 85 year old and perform various tasks assisting in a ‘social services day’ where one hundred 13 year old children from Bedford came to learn the massive effect social services have in peoples lives. I was also recently chosen to be the Performing Arts ambassador, co-facilitating with lecturers in an introductory day for hopeful 18 year old students.     

Combined Insurance Inspection Services (Mar 05-Jun 08)

I have been employed during university holidays performing a variety of jobs. This company is employed by insurance brokers to collect electrical appliances to check and confirm that claims are consistent with the damage stated by the policy holder. My title here was Head of Transport, having the responsibility of booking routes all over the south of England, dealing with drivers and policy holders and I have also been out in the vans dealing with customers face to face on numerous occasions.

Other than the voluntary work I was involved it at university I have also given 30 Korean children free English lessons every week. As well as the two hour long lesson I give these underprivileged children, I also run a football training club for them. I am in charge of two teams that we have produced from this project that play in a local church league every week.
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
