Korea Teaching Experience (2001 to the present):

June 2008 to the present: ECC English School, Gangneung City, Gangwon-do. Duties include teaching after-school classes to children in grades K-6.  I create my own curriculum materials that are keyed to our textbooks, and develop teaching approaches that are specific to the ability level and strengths of each class. I administer and grade all monthly tests and report directly to the owner of the school. 

January 2007-January 2008 Haba School. Gangneung City, Gangwon-do. I taught a preschool kindergarten program for children aged 6 and 7, using Montessori-based hands-on techniques to immerse children in English through songs, games, art, and many TPR (Total Physical Response) methods.  (Note: When I finished this contract, I returned to the U.S. for six months when my father became ill.)
January to December 2006: Montessori School. Bundang, Gyeonggi-do. I taught preschool children (ages 3 and 4) using Montessori methods.  In addition, I taught adult English conversation classes to engineers employed by DaeWoo in Bundang.  

July to December 2005: O.N.E. School, Suwon, Gyeonggi-do.  This school specializes in one-on-one tutoring for students who want or need extra studies to develop their reading, writing, and speaking skills.
March 2003-March 2005: ECC English School, Gangneung City, Gangwon-do.  This position was identical to my current position at the same school in Gangneung.
March 2002-March 2003: Join English School, Seoul.  This after-school English program enrolled children from ages 3-12. I taught both preschool and elementary-age children, using textbooks and other materials provided by the school. In addition, I developed original materials to enhance classroom activities.

I am a licensed public school teacher in New York State in the U.S. I first came to teach in Korea in 2001, and I thoroughly enjoy the teaching and my students.  I have Montessori teacher training, and this has been of enormous value to me in teaching English, especially to beginner students of any age.  Songs, games, various visual materials, and TPR (Total Physical Response) are central to my teaching approach.

 I have primarily taught young children, but have some experience teaching adults as well, as you will note on my resume. (Currently I am a volunteer English teacher for adult parishioners at my church in Gangneung.)

I especially like to develop my own materials to supplement any class textbooks, including worksheets, games, flash cards, puzzles, puppets, stories, and other items that will enhance English learning for my students. Making English interesting and relevant to the students’ lives is a challenge that I meet by planning field trips and incorporating other curricula (science, for example) into my lesson plans. 

I believe in an integrated curriculum that includes speaking, listening, reading and writing, so my students will be fully engaged in learning English that they understand and can use properly, rather than just memorizing textbook conversations and vocabulary. (I have taught writing skills to children as young as 3.)
 In addition, I ‘individualize’ the student’s learning experience by creating storybooks and memory books that are specific to each learner in the class, based on our class activities, class trips, and the child’s own interests.

With more than 12 years of experience teaching in both Korea and the United States, I bring a wealth of experience to any teaching position.   I hope to hear from you soon.
