	1. Please explain why you are the right type of person to teach overseas.

	I. A. I have the desire to teach, and to teach overseas. I have no inhibitions regarding any culture, and no particular attachment to a locale of any kind that would hinder my welcoming the opportunity to experience, assimilate and become a member of a new community anywhere in the world. 

   B. I have a history of overseas travel, including study abroad in Germany (1985-1986) and the following experience teaching English in South Korea during the period Dec 2001-Sep 2003:

1. Dec 2001-April 2002, OeDae Language Institute, Kuri City, students of English 5 years to 10 years old.

2. April 2002-August 2002,  OeDae Language Institute, Ilsan City, students of English 10 years to 16 years old.

3. August 2002-Sep 2003, Daejeon City, BRYS Language School, students of English 10 years to 18 years old; through BRYS, served as conversation teacher for a class at girls’ middle school closest to the language institute (Jong-lim-dong), which time lasted approximately 3 months.

	2. Please explain what qualities you think are necessary to be a good teacher.

	I have not only been an English teacher in Korea, but have spent much time as a teacher in public school classrooms in the United States as a substitute. I am absolutely convinced that preparation and the willingness to work hard are unequivocally necessary. Also, teaching is a universal endeavor: working necessarily with all types of people having all types of backgrounds and concerns, there is no room--or, perhaps, too much room--to take a one-philosophy-fits-all approach. Teachers must change their minds and alter their approaches more rapidly and thoroughly than perhaps anyone else addressing life today.


	3. Please describe how you would deal with a workplace dispute with another co-worker or supervisor.

	A spate of listening and a dearth of talk. Disputes with anyone must be understood. I try very hard not to let disputes arise from me, and that helps me realize that sometimes they can anyway, and that disputes have reasons. Behind reasons are people who under nonwork conditions may not even have a dispute. 
Also important is coordination with the manager or immediate supervisor of the senior party in dispute. In other words, seeing the other’s reasoning, valid or not, is a key to dispute resolution.


	4. Please describe some actions you could take if you began feeling homesick or lonely while in Korea.

	I know personally that there is a wide range of comfort foods available (just kidding (somewhat)). These days, home can be as close as a webcam, but for some, sight and sound intensifies the feeling. Ideally, homesickness and solutions should be worked out while still at home. As for my family, I have decided to send my wife back home once per year to visit family, etc., while I continue to teach. She may not need that, but it will help her to have the option.

On the other hand, developing friendships right where you live is also a good preventative. There are always people waiting to be friends, whether native or foreign to your own ways. It’s good to get together with people from your country and coordinate, discuss and compare.


	5. Do you have any other plans for your time in Korea? (Further study, hobbies to pursue, places to visit?)

	Lots of plans. I’m going to look into KOTESOL as a basic groundwork for advancing my English teaching skills. Also, I think I can finally get that serious pickup soccer education I’ve been missing. Plus--and this is something I’ve touted to my wife--the situation I’ll have will allow time for the covering of a lot of ground--for walking, riding the subway, observing, listening, and just gaining ground on the sensory world, while teaching my two-year-old the expanded version of life as she grows. My wife plans to begin a travelogue.
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
