This paper explores the theological notion of truth in the evangelical community. It examines the concept of truth in Christian theology and the challenges that the concept of absolute truth faces in a postmodern world. It explores the epistemological concepts of truth and meaning from both postmodern and Christian theological perspectives. It explores the notions of Douglas Groothuis and Pannenberg. 

	The course included philosophy and used resources of Sire, "The universe next door", looking at the different phases of philosophy. I’m acquainted with Deism, Naturalism, Nihilism (Nietzsche), Existentialism (Kierkegaard, Heidegger, Sartre) Eastern Pantheistic Monism, New Age, Political (Machiavelli, and Marx) and Postmodernism. 

I'm also acquainted with the work of Raeper and Smith in the book "Brief Guide to Ideas". This looks at the different schools of thoughts in philosophy from Plato and Aristotle to postmodernism.
