Miltan English Academy (March 2007-2008)

At this private school I worked mainly as a speaking/writing teacher although reading was still a primary focus.  I taught 5-7 classes per day to middle school students for 50 minutes each session.  Duties included two hours of lesson planning before classes, weekly staff meetings, quarterly test preparation/marking, progress reports and daily homework checks.  I was also selected among the staff to work as a private tutor for the manager's sixteen year old son.  He was preparing to enter private school in the United States.  We read and discussed classic literature and poetry, worked on essay writing skills and practised for SAT and SSAT examinations.

In Brisbane Australia I set up my own small business teaching ESL to students from all over the world.  I was in charge of my own advertising, recruiting, lesson plans and scheduling.
