Relevant Experience – from past to present
I studied TEFL and Philosophy at university in a 3-year degree. During my 3 years studying Teaching English as a foreign language, I had many chances to teach. I taught students at the university, they were international students from countries all around the world. I had my own class that I was responsible for teaching.

In March 2005 I moved to Japan, I began working with the NOVA Corporation in private language schools. I would usually teach classes of up to 4 adults, or children’s classes of up to 8 students. I was trained to teach both adults and children and trained to teach any level of English ability. Then in September 2005 until March 2006 I was outsourced by NOVA to two different public schools. This was at a high school and a junior high school where I worked as an ALT (assistant language teacher).

In May 2006 I left NOVA and began working for ECC best career. This is an outsourcing division of ECC that sends Native English teachers to public and private schools. I have worked at two different schools, a public and a private school. I teach in classrooms of up to 40 students, sometimes with other Japanese teachers, at other times I teach by myself. The lessons are usually based around conversational English, but some lessons on based purely on EAP (English for Academic Purposes) or ETP (English for Travel Purposes.)　
After completing my contract in Japan in March 2007 I went to Australia. I lived in Brisbane and the Gold Coast, I supported myself by working some part time hours for the Gold Coast Language school. In May 2007 I decided to return home to England, I supported myself by working for Berlitz in Manchester teaching corperate classes.
In July 2007 I moved to South Korea and began working for an English school.  At this school I focused on teaching IELTS to adult learners. Many of whom would be either emigrating abroad or going to study abroad. I would teach them the four skills of reading, writing, listening and speaking. The IELTS tests are divided into a general module and an academic module, I would teach the students both of these modules. I also taught students planning to move to England for study, I would teach GCSE English, GCSE media studies and A-level English.
From February 2008  I have been working in my new job which is working as a teacher at an elementary school in the after school program. I usually teach 5 classes a day from 1st graders up to 6th graders in the Elementary school. I teach reading, writing, listening, speaking and phonics. The lessons include activities, homework and games. 
Other Experience 
I have gained experience from my educational background in TEFL. I have spent three years studying TEFL and have participated in solo teaching and team teaching. I have a basic knowledge of Japanese, French, German and Spanish and feel that I can understand the difficulties language learners face. I have really enjoyed working in Japan and I would very much like to continue traveling and teaching. My studies in philosophy have helped me to appreciate different viewpoints and beliefs and cultural factors. I think my friendly and calm personality will help me to settle in to a new job quite easily. I am sociable and like to enjoy myself with co-workers and friends.
