CV Objective

At this stage of my career I would like to pursue the possibility of teaching abroad. There are several reasons for this. First, I have a long standing interest in teaching, with knowledge acquired from my mother who is a primary school teacher, as to the positive social benefits the job can provide. The possibility of exploring Korean culture is of great importance to me in this; I have never visited the country, but have researched it extensively, and am sure the experience of living there will be as enjoyable and positive as the teaching.

July 2006- October 2006 - Voluntary English Teaching Assistant with 'Travellers Argentina'

In Argentina, I worked as an English language assistant with children, aged 8-16 in two schools and two care homes. In the academic settings, my tasks were largely concerned with preparing the children for Cambridge set verbal exams. We would conduct mock exams in which the children would practice their answers, and I would evaluate their performance and offer constructive suggestions as to how to better their performance. In the care homes, children's English was very basic and thus the activities were more akin to childcare. I had to invent fun games involving singing and playing in order to stimulate the children's interest in English which tested my flexibility and innovativeness.

January 2007- March 2007 – Voluntary English Teacher in Ecuador with ‘Experiential Learning Ecuadorian Programmes’.
I worked on a voluntary project in a very small village in Ecuador (‘Puerto Rico’) where I coordinated local efforts to learn English by instructing in a variety of group settings, English classes for various needs. Many Adults wanted to learn English to help local tourism, whilst wanting their children to learn English to be able to pursue a better education. I thus had to develop highly varied plans for classes involving a different mix of listening, speaking, reading and writing skills for these classes.
