	Sample Lesson Plan


Subject: English (ESL)

Unit (Title): Unit 7 (Dining Out – “I would like…”)

Length of class: 45 minutes
Objectives: By the end of the lesson, students should be able to:

1. Understand and respond to the waiter.

2. Order something to eat from the menu.

3. Recognize and utilize today’s lesson’s key terms and expressions.

4. Apply the knowledge gained from the last lesson (“Money”) to today’s lesson.
Anticipated problems and solutions: Some students may find the lesson difficult or tedious. This may be relieved by sharing stories, giving examples, and encouraging participation with group activities, motivation, and encouragement. 

Key Expressions: Students will focus on using and identifying the following language: 
1. Key Expressions - Listening to the waiter:

· “Are you ready to order?”

· “For here or to go?”

· “Anything to drink?”

· “Is everything fine? How’s the food?”

· “Do you need anything else?”

· “Are you all set?”

2. Key Expressions - Speaking to the waiter:

· “I would like…”

· “I’m/we’re ready to order.”

· “Do you have…?”

· “Do you accept cash/check/credit/debit?”

· “May I have the check, please?”

· “May I have this to go?”

3. Key Terms

· Restaurant-related items: menu, appetizer, entrée, drink, customer, waiter, waitress, server, manager, large, medium, small, extra, to-go, carry-out, restaurant, fast food, expensive, inexpensive, fork, knife, spoon, napkin, etc.

· Review various food items: hamburger, spaghetti, bread, ice cream, meatloaf, turkey, chicken, corn, orange juice, milk, etc.

Teaching Aids/Materials: 
The instructor will require the following materials:
1. Pencil or pen.

2. Paper or notebook/binder.

3. Textbook.

The instructor will provide these materials required for the lesson’s activities and games:

1. Dry-erase markers and boards.

2. Aprons. 

3. Pictures of food and other items (props).

4. Menus.

5. Educational video.

Steps and Procedures
· Introduction (5 min.): 

1. Review of last class’s lesson.

· Questions and answers regarding the last lesson’s terms, expressions, and homework.

· Engage Stage

2. Greeting.

· Ask students if they have ever eaten in an English-speaking country.

3. Share the instructor’s own story about dining/ordering (continuation of greeting).

· Explain differences between Korean and Western dining customs, such as tipping.

4. Warm-up activity.

· For the warm-up activity, students will be given a worksheet with a picture of a family in a restaurant. The student must answer the waiter’s questions in order to assess any prior knowledge regarding today’s subject.

5. Presentation of objectives.  

6. Class arrangement.

· Split students into 6 groups of 5.

· Development (30 min.): 

· Study Stage

7. Presentation of today’s activities.

8. Hand out worksheets with the terms and expressions for today’s lesson.

9. Watch a video of an American family ordering dinner at a restaurant.

· This video should include many of the expressions and vocabulary terms.

10. The instructor will teach and review the terms and expressions on the whiteboard, and will also explain grammar and sentence structure to form the lesson’s expressions.

· Example: “I would like to order a hamburger” and “I’d like a hamburger.”

· The instructor will present and hand out pictures of food and restaurant items. 

· Pronunciation of these terms will be practiced as well.

· Activate Stage

11. Familiarize with the terms and expressions mentioned in the lecture and video by re-enacting the scene with a group activity.

· Split students into 6 groups of 5 (as mentioned in the introduction).

· The students will be given props to use during the role-play.

· Students should take turns acting as the customer and server.

· As the customer, the student must make an order and successfully use all of the key expressions learned today.

· Example: “I would like a hamburger.”

· As the server, the student must take an order and successfully use all of the key expressions learned today.

· Example: “Are you ready to order?”

· The teacher will guide the students and respond to any questions.

12. Complete worksheets in-class.

· The worksheets include matching, gap-fill, and short answer exercises.

· Upon completion of the worksheets, an in-class review will take place.

· The instructor will answer and explain any questions the students may have.

· Conclusion (10 min.): 

13. Summarize today’s lesson.

· Review key terms and expressions.

14. Review today’s lesson with a question and response from the students.

15. Assign an activity to be completed at home. (Re-enacting today’s group activity).

· The students should try the role-play from class at home with family members.

16. Hand out review worksheets as homework for the Unit 7 Quiz to be taken next class.

	Essay – Teaching in Korea


Becoming an educator to Korean students has always been a career choice I wanted to achieve and fulfill.
