I believe teaching is a privileged position that demands humility but where the rewards are endless. I embrace teaching as an opportunity to inspire and empower young individuals. As a learning facilitator I believe it is my responsibility to assist and enhance a student’s level of learning. However, the role of a teacher today is more than just that. It is that of a leader, an assessor, an adviser, a coordinator, a nurturer, and one who liaisons with the school community, just to name a few. With these roles in mind, I aim to be a teacher who is encouraging, creative, approachable, flexible, patient, firm, organised, and fair. As a teacher I also believe it is important to always be reflective in all my practices. Reflection is what turns experience into learning and the role of a teacher is not just to teach but to learn. 
I am passionate about finding the most effective ways of stimulating learning, creativity, and development. This can be achieved through the 3 dimensions of pedagogy: by promoting high levels of quality teaching, promoting a quality learning environment as well as developing and making explicit to students the significance of their work. This involves using various teaching methods. Learning is a complex process that is individual, content and context specific. Just as there is no single way of learning, there is also no single method of teaching. I am attentive to these factors and work to be flexible, adapting my approaches according to the needs of each learner. By using different teaching approaches such as whole class, group work and one to one teaching, as well as using a wide variety of resources I aim to ensure that each student has a chance to learn in my classroom. I also aim to provide learning experiences that the student can relate to, as I believe that a child learns best in an environment that most closely models their own world. However I believe that in order for this to happen it is crucial to cultivate learning partnerships with students and parents.

I hold to the belief that all children can and do want to learn and that it is my role as the teacher to help them find the keys that can unlock and begin their life long journey of learning.

My work experience
Since January 2008, I have been working in the Research and Development Department at Korea Poly School. Korea Poly School is a private institute that specializes in educating returnee students. They offer a highly individualized, unique curriculum for students who have returned from living overseas and nurture those students that intend to live abroad. 
From 2005 to 2007 I taught at Auburn Public School. Auburn Public School is a large government school in South Western Sydney with about 800 students. I was involved in collaboration with other staff on the grade and stage, as well as specialist and support staff such as counsellors, teachers’ aides, E.S.L teachers and the Support Teacher Learning Assistance (STLA). 

Approximately 98% of the students at Auburn P.S were from a non English speaking background.  As a teacher I ensured that I had an understanding of students’ cultural and ethnic backgrounds. I am sensitive to their needs and aim to cater for all levels and abilities. I also have experience using phone interpreters, community liaison officers, and community language teachers to communicate with parents and students. 

The school had a strong commitment to literacy and numeracy. I was involved in district projects such as the Auburn Numeracy Project which was aimed at improving students’ numeracy performance by focussing on Maths metalanguage through talking and listening, reading and writing in all numeracy sessions. 

I am also capable of integrating technology effectively in the classroom. There is now a demand for children to have basic computer skills such as Microsoft word, PowerPoint, and Email. There is also a need to prepare students for new forms of literature with all students having access to the World Wide Web.
