During the summer of 2006 I helped to organise an expedition designed to teach English and conservation techniques to children in rural Gambia. During the expedition I also gave advice about honours projects to undergraduates. I was also involved in the rehabilitation of a young Patas monkey through the Gambia Chimpanzee Rehabilitation Association. This involved morning feeding duties and administration of medicines.
